, (the “Service”), for which a calibration report will be issued in the name of the Customer or his affiliate, as that Service is applied in relation to the Customer’s equipment, more particularly

This Agreement becomes effective when it has been signed by both parties. Except for the confidentiality provision, this Agreement expires on completion of the Service, or cancellation of the Service due to the unsuitability of the equipment for calibration. In case of cancellation, a Handling Fee of $250 CAD may apply as described in the INMS calibrations electronic catalogue, and if applicable is due 30 days after the date it is invoiced.
2. The Customer chooses to work with NRC because of NRC's unique capabilities and does not expect NRC to perform work that would be in competition with Canadian Firms. The name of NRC, or any reference to NRC, shall not be used in promotional activities of the Customer without NRC's prior written consent. 

3. The total cost of the Service is: $      CAD.

NRC will issue an invoice in Canadian dollars (CAD) after completion of the Service or in the case of a multiple-service Agreement, NRC may issue a separate invoice for each part of the Service. The Customer will pay NRC the total amount of the invoice within 30 days from the date the invoice is issued. In addition the Customer shall pay applicable taxes. (   NRC may suspend its performance of any obligations under this Agreement until the specified prepayment or payment is received, and for as long as any payments are in arrears.
4. Payments must be made either by major credit card (VISA MC, AmEx), by wire transfer, or by cheque payable to: “Receiver General - National Research Council of Canada" and addressed to :

Information for wire transfer is available on request.  The Customer is responsible for all bank charges associated with the wire transfer.

5. Interest is payable on all overdue amounts. Interest on overdue amounts is calculated and compounded monthly at the average bank rate plus 3% and accrues during the period beginning on the due date and ending on the day before the day on which payment is received by NRC. For purposes of this paragraph “bank rate” means the rate of interest established periodically by the Bank of Canada as the minimum rate at which the Bank of Canada makes short term advances to members of the Canadian Payments Association, and “average bank rate” means the weighted arithmetic average of the bank rates that are established during the month before the month in respect of which interest is being calculated. See http://www.tpsgc-pwgsc.gc.ca/recgen/txt/71-eng.html for details. An administrative charge of $25 CAD will be invoiced for any cheque which is refused payment by the bank on which it is drawn.

6. All Intellectual Property Rights belong to NRC. The Customer may reproduce any written material which are the tangible results of the Service, such as reports, physical models, samples, data records, and drawings, and may use, disclose and reproduce any part of such written material.
7. Unless authorized by the Customer’s written consent, information supplied to NRC by the Customer will be kept confidential for a period of 3 years from the date it is received, provided the information is in a written form marked "Confidential" or in the case of oral information it is reduced to a written version that is marked as above and is submitted to NRC within 20 days of its disclosure.  

8. Under this Agreement, NRC shall not be liable for failure or delay in performance caused by circumstances beyond NRC's reasonable control, nor for incorrectness of information supplied, advice given, or opinions expressed. No specific result is promised. NRC will not deliver any technical information the use of which is known within the Participating Institute to infringe the rights of others. No claim may be made for indirect, consequential, or contingent damages.  No claim shall exceed the cost of the Service.
9. Property of the Customer sent to NRC remains at the Customer's risk and responsibility at all time. It will be returned to the Customer at Customer's expense at the expiration of this Agreement unless the Customer requests that NRC dispose of it and NRC agrees to do so.

10. This Agreement may be terminated as follows:
(a) for cause, by either Party if the other Party breaches any provision of this Agreement and fails to cure the breach within thirty (30) days after receipt of written notice of default;
(b) for cause, by NRC forthwith if the Customer becomes bankrupt, or insolvent, or has a receiver appointed to continue its operations, or passes a resolution for winding up, or takes the benefit of statute relating to bankrupt or insolvent debtors or the orderly payments of debts.
(c) for convenience, by the Customer, by written notice.  Upon receipt of said notice from Customer, NRC shall immediately discontinue all work.
11. Upon termination of the Agreement, the Customer shall pay NRC any costs for Services predating the effective date of the termination that were intended to be reimbursable under this Agreement and shall also reimburse NRC any incurred costs payable to third parties that result from cancellation of obligations and uncancellable obligations.
12. This Agreement supersedes all prior communications, negotiations and agreements concerning the Service.  No amendment or waiver of terms in this Agreement, including annexes thereto, is effective unless it is in writing, signed by all Parties.  Notwithstanding any contrary language on the face of a purchase order that is sent to NRC by the Customer in respect of the Service, the purchase order is for administrative purposes of the Customer only and does not constitute an offer, a counter-offer, or an amendment to this Agreement nor does it create a new agreement in respect of the Service.  NRC shall include on the face of NRC’s invoice for the Service any purchase order number issued by the Customer for the Service.  
13. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts and by the different parties hereto in separate counterparts, each of which when executed shall be deemed to be an original but all of which taken together shall constitute one valid and binding Agreement. A facsimile copy or portable document format (PDF) copy of an executed counterpart signature page will be as valid as an originally executed counterpart for purposes of signing this Agreement.
